	Each of my lessons state which standards apply. I also used a variety of instructional strategies though the use of inquiry methods is consistent throughout as It is my goal to tap into the learners’ understanding and have them relate to the lesson in their own words. I have provided evidence for almost all levels. My first video clip and related reflections are for a 4K classroom. Standards #8 & #9 (Home) is a unit plan developed for a Kindergarten class but could easily be expanded to a 1st or 2nd grade level unit. My second video clip is of a 3rd grade classroom. Standards #1, #2 & #3 (Brains) both involve a 5th grade setting and Standard #10 addresses a special education students needs. The evidence for Standards #4 & #5 (Courage) and a multiage classroom of 3rd & 4th graders. The evidence for Standard #10 addresses a scenario that involves multiple grades. Though each of the lessons I have created and/or taught have an assessment component (both formal and informal) and observations are taken into account in the self reflective pieces, I have particularly addressed the assessment component in the reflection evidence from the second video clip. I have provided the evidence of my teaching prior to the poster project, the lesson plan and related context, my self assessment and samples of the students’ work along with the reflection regarding the project itself. In addition, the unit plan provided in the Home section of the web page under Standards #8 & #9 includes student assessment and provisions for students with needs. The evidence in the Brains section under Standards #2 & #3 is a lesson that was created with the needs and abilities of a particular student in mind.
The web page based portfolio is a sample in and of itself of how I would utilize technology in my classroom. I learned of the Weebly website from a 7th and 8th grade teacher who uses the Weebly site a classroom tool.

	Vygotsky and Urie Bronfenbrenner theories are discussed in my own words along with how they have impacted my teaching. I describe my understanding and application of these theories in each section rationale. In addition I have also used the theory of Oz as an organizational framework for this portfolio. Although his work is not considered a classical approach I use the portfolio as a way to demonstrate how I see the theory aligning with the INTASC Standards and Alverno Education Abilities. I feel that being able to understand a theory or idea in light of the established standards and best practices is important to developing one’s own educational philosophies based on what they know about their students. 
This portfolio is a reflective practice and has allowed me to see my areas of strength (reflection, communication and student engagement.) With these strengths I can begin to build on the things I have learned at Alverno. I also feel that I am now better able to handle my areas of weakness (assessment and classroom management.) I have inquired of many professional educators regarding these areas of weakness and they seem to agree that these are skills that will be better addressed in my first classroom. I will have the advantage of knowing the students from day one and knowing them on a more personal level. I have come to this understanding after showing how I have met not only the INTASC standards but the Alverno Education Abilities. I have reflected further on this in my letter to a 201 student.
